
Breaking Word Curses & Inner Vows Deliverance
Prayer

(Proverbs 18:21; Matthew 12:36–37; John 8:36; James 3:9–10, NKJV)

Repent

Heavenly Father, I come before You in the name of Jesus Christ. I repent for every
careless, bitter, judgmental, or condemning word I have spoken over myself or
others. Forgive me for using my tongue to wound rather than bless. I also forgive
those who have cursed, insulted, or spoken evil over me, and I release them to
You in Jesus’ name.

Renounce

In the name of Jesus, I renounce every word curse, label, and identity lie that has
been spoken over me by family, authority figures, peers, or myself. I renounce
every inner vow such as “I will never trust,” “I will always fail,” “I will always be
alone,” or any self-binding declaration. I reject the power of these words and align
myself with the truth of God’s Word that gives life and freedom.

Command

By the authority of Jesus Christ, I break the power of every word curse and inner
vow affecting my life. I cancel their legal right and render them powerless through
the blood of Jesus. I command every spirit that reinforced these words to leave me
now and go to the feet of Jesus. I declare I am accepted in the Beloved (Ephesians
1:6) and whom the Son sets free is free indeed (John 8:36).

Seal

Holy Spirit, fill every place where these lies and wounds once lived. Guard my lips
to speak life, not death. Let the words of my mouth and the meditation of my heart
be acceptable in Your sight (Psalm 19:14). I seal this freedom in the blood of Jesus
Christ and declare blessing and truth over my life. Amen.
